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What is Relay for Life? Relay for Life is about being a community that takes up the fight! The inaugural NZ event was
organised by the Manawatu Centre in 2001 as a pilot for the Cancer Society of NZ. Since then Relay for Life has become an
annual fixture with events planned in each division of the Cancer Society throughout New Zealand. Funds raised locally will be
held locally and be used to minimise the incidence and impact of cancer in our community through the provision of health
promotion, support services, advocacy and research.

How it began: One man. One track. One goal. In 1985 an American Cancer Society Volunteer, Dr Gordy Klatt, put on his
jogging gear and headed for the local oval after a good friend of his succumbed to cancer. 24 hours and 81 miles later, Dr Klatt
had raised over $27,000 in sponsored donations for the American Cancer Society. Since then Relay for Life has developed into
the worlds biggest fundraising event.

The concept involves a team of walkers/runners either walking or running (or whatever) around an Athletic Track. The team
always has one member on the track at any one time. The aim is for each team to compete and raise the most money and travel
the longest distance around the track. The Relay will run for 24 hours and it involves each team setting up a tent site and
enjoying the entertainment provided for the night (after a few laps!). Each team member pays $10 to participate and is then
aiming to raise $100 or more before the event. Teams may choose to fundraise as individuals or as a team based on the number
of team members (i.e. 15 team members will be aiming to raise $1500).

A special Opening Ceremony is held to celebrate those who have survived cancer, with a lap of honour to celebrate the
determination and courage of those living with cancer. At dusk a special Memorial Candle Light Service will be held where the
whole track is lit to honour those who survived and then lost the battle to cancer.
