The Trust has to submit the water permit and form a new water company by mid-year.  
 
To ensure the funding of the water application is done by the book and the new Water Company is established correctly, the Trust 
wishes to convene a Special General Meeting of Tarras residents, 4.30pm Thursday 7th May, 2009 at the Tarras Hall, to:  
Consider, and if approved, pass the following resolutions: 

(i) That the Tarras Community Trust instrument dated 28 August 2008 be altered by the addition of the following clauses: 

4.2       The purposes of the Trust shall include initiating, promoting and assisting the establishment of a water scheme to extract 
water from the Clutha River for: 

 (a)        consumptive use including stock water, domestic water, fire fighting and irrigation; and 

 (b)        to enable environmental and recreational instream flows to be established for the Lindis River; 

for the social, amenity, health, safety, welfare and recreational benefit of the Tarras Community and to assist with 
the diversification of, and sustainable, management of land.  The water scheme shall be established and operated 
by a partly user owned Water Company set up for this purpose.  The Trust shall assist in, the establishment of the 
Water Company, and funding the cost by the Water Company to obtain the resource consents to extract the 
water.’ 

13.3      In this section 13, a reference to "Trustee" shall include the trustees who constitute the Board from the date of incorporation 
of the trustees as a board under the Charitable Trusts Act 1957.’ 

(ii) That the Trustees of the Tarras Community Trust shall apply for registration as a Board under the Charitable Trusts Act 
1957. 

A formal public Notice of Meeting has already been inserted into the 16/4/09 edition of the Central Otago News.
