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1. Formation of the Trust. At the end of August, the Tarras Community Trust was formed complete with a Board of 9 trustees. 

Presently, an application has been made to register as a charity. We will keep you posted. 
2. Feasibility Study. Our consultants, Aqualinc, have started the feasibility study after a meeting here with the TCT that confirmed the 

average delivered flow of 0.5 l/ha/sec. Just now the command area for the scheme is being determined, which is a vital step for the 
study. So, we are asking every landowner to urgently give to the Trust their best estimate of hectares that possibly may be irrigated 
by the new scheme.  As you might expect, without these estimates any landowner that subscribes to the scheme at a later date may 
not have any water being available to them. The final feasibility report is projected to be delivered in July 2009. 

3. Water User Levy. It is envisaged that the Trust will call for another $5 +GST /ha in Nov. 08 to cover the cashflow requirements of 
the study. 

4. Contact Energy. Contact has indicated that they hope to respond to us by the end of October 2008.
